REPORT FROM THE GERMAN AMERICAM HERITAGE FOUNDATION

I am happy to report that we had a successful year at the German American Heritage Foundation.  A
considerable amount of effort was made to organize and consolidate the operations at the national
Headquarters in Washington DC.  Operating procedures were written and installed, new staff was hired
and trained, our Board of Directors was reorganized to spread responsibilities and duties among more
individuals and the Executive Committee of the Board assumed greater accountability for operations. As
must be expected Fund Raising was a major activity in an organization that depends solely on donations
for its operating expenses. 
Much showier was the German American Heritage Museum which, in addition to its regular exhibits, had
4 major exhibitions.  First, Mercedes Benz with 125 years of the automobile; from the Fr_nkische
Stiftungen an exhibit featuring Heinrich Melchior Muhlenberg, the father of the Lutheran Church in
America; then Fix & Foxi the German Walt Disney; and finally a joint exposition with the US Capitol
Historical Society reflecting on the influence of German Americans on the US Congress starting with the
first Speaker of the House, Frederick Muhlenberg.  
We now know that special exhibits, sponsored by interested parties are our lifeblood, much like picnics
for the Deutscher Club and so we will feature three more in 2012.  Now planned is a second one on the
influence of German Americans on the US congress.  This one will focus on the 20th century while last
years' concentrated on the 18th and 19th centuries.  A second exhibit will present German American
caricature artists and finally one that should prove to be the most fun, the affect of German beer and
brewers on “Beer in America”.
We are satisfied and happy that we have increased our influence in the nation's capitol in general and
made so great and visible an entrance onto the museum scene in Washington DC in particular; and we are
proud in the knowledge that we have contributed significantly to the ever improving image of German
Americans in America. 
I wish to thank all members who made a contribution to our cause in 2011 and hope that you can help us
to keep up our presence in Washington DC in 2012.
